Greetings fellow addicts, 
We are pleased to announce that we Are resuming live meetings starting this coming Wednesday July 1st @ Wilmot united Church in the Gymnasium. Meetings will begin @ 7pm. There have been discussions back and forth with the church about this and how to keep church staff safe and meeting attendees. It has been decided that the church custodian who also mand the door to let us in as it has been for many years will go in ahead of the meeting time and set out 12 chairs in a circle spaced out at 6 feet to maintain social distancing. More chairs will be available to us and we may adjust the number of chairs to suit our needs. When people come to the meeting, they need to enter the building through the Carleton street entrance at a space of 6 feet from one another as they enter. If you wish to bring a mask you may however it is not required with social distancing in place. Once you have entered the building you will be asked to proceed to a washroom and wash your hands before entering the meeting space. This is an hour and a half meeting with a break and the church has indicated that sanitization is not necessary for the break so long as members maintain 6 feet distance while on break. When the second half of the meeting is over members will be directed once again to the washroom to wash their hands before leaving the building permanently(if you need to use the washroom do it before exiting the building.
None of the members need to use a sign in sheet to attend this meeting.
The Friday noon meeting that has been happening has been steadily seeing a decrease in attendance. If the meeting is not needed by the fellowship perhaps it should be discontinued?
